LAOBANONAPRAYER settled into a prominent position after the field had been sent off and running, kept watch three to four wide on the front runners
under a confident ride on the turn, crept up when ready nearing the quarter pole, had already grabbed away the advantage when called upon for more in the
general area of the three-sixteenths marker, drew off, kept to a light drive. JILL'S A HOT MESS vied for command from along the inside route, tipped
towards path two when challenged by the winner settling onto the top of the lane, proved no match while comfortably clear of the others for the place.
SHANES PRETTY LADY pursued the pace three wide on the turn, got sent out five wide upper to midstretch, finished well enough to get up for the show.
POP THE BUBBLY took up position in midpack after stumbling at the start, chased the pace three wide on the turn, commenced the stretch slightly wider,
lost out on third. PAZZION saved ground until the end of the bend, was gradually worked into the three path during the first half of the stretch run, made no
headway. MS WICKED two wide onto the turn, swung out three wide exiting it, had no offering. GRAY DESTINY broke about the two lengths the tardiest,

never made her presence felt off the ground-saving journey that followed. VIVE LA LIBERTY sighted three wide on the top of the turn, got spotted in path
four at the top of the lane, gave way. FLOWER'S FORTUNE the widest of three contending for the lead during the initial stages, went at it matched up with
JILL'S A HOT MESS afterwards from the two path, was called upon for more shortly after entering the turn, shifted to the rail in the vicinity of the
five-sixteenths pole, cut the corner and backed away. ATHENA DANCER three wide in pursuit of the front runners on the bend, wandered out towards path
seven heading onto the top of the lane on empty. U SHOULD B DANCING pulling while vying between foes early, dropped back, travelled two wide on the
turn, went five wide into the lane, backed away, then bore out in the last eighth.
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
