MASKWECIS allowed to settle early, moved up passing the quarter pole, gained closer order approaching the stretch, shifted out mid stretch and was along
in time. PEARL OF KNOWLEDGE raced five wide early, cleared off in the turn, was roused for response entering the stretch and was run down late. BIG
AL'S VISION was reserved off the pacesetter racing two wide into the turn, took closer order at the quarter pole and finished evenly. RAIL HUGGER trailed
early, encountered traffic at the five sixteenth pole, drifted inward under urging into the stretch and closed well. SHANGHAI MIKE was forwardly placed in
the four path, rallied four to five wide into the lane and yielded. NIPAWIN shifted outside in the opening stages, angled in through the far turn and passed
tiring rival. YORKTOWN flashed early speed and faded steadily inside.
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
