After paying 1% to all owners of horses
finishing sixth through last, the remaining purse will be divided 60% to the winner, 20% to second, 11% to third, 6% to fourth, and
3% to fifth. Weight: 122 lbs. Non-winners of a sweepstakes allowed 2 lbs; of two races other than maiden or claiming, 4 lbs; of a
race other than maiden or claiming, 6 lbs; maidens, 8 lbs. Starters to be named through the entry box by the usual time of closing.
This race will be limited to twelve starters. If more than twelve horses pass the entry box preference will be given to (1) High
Weights (2) Highest Lifetime Earnings will be used to determine the order of preference of horses assigned equal weights (3)
Highest Lifetime Earnings. The entry fee will be refunded if a horse fails to draw into the race. Closed on Wednesday, October 23,
2019 with 23 nominations.

LADY ALLY stalked in the four path, bid at
the three-eighths pole but faltered. SENTIMENTALJOURNEY raced five wide, bid at the three-eighths pole, then faltered. MINTCHOCOLATECHIP stalked
between foes, the faded. DONTYOUREMEMBER improved position late inside. SUPER JEN saved ground and faded in the stretch. SHES THE CAUSE
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passed tired rivals. BETCHA stalked in the two path before fading. KANFU ran off before the race and then showed nothing. CHULETA was not a factor.
FRENCH VANILLA was clear early before giving way. TROUBLENSHELBYVILE faded outside.
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
