WHITMORE settled off the pace while outside in the second flight, crept closer four wide late in the turn, lost some ground to the leader turning for home,
collared that rival inside the furlong marker, gained advantage, clear late, enough left in the waning strides to last. FLAGSTAFF off a step slow, trailed well
back, steered out sharply to be widest for the drive, closed full of run down the middle of the strip to be rapidly getting to the winner. MANNY WAH behind
the pace, raced in the two path turn, moved a bit closer inside of traffic late in the bend, moved to the rail for the drive and finished up willingly to earn the
show. NITROUS lacked speed after moving toward the inside, continued in the two path through the turn, shifted out a bit for some room approaching
midstretch, displayed some late interest to improve his position. WENDELL FONG in the second flight between foes in the two path, rated into the turn,



moved out a bit around a tiring rival midway on the bend, set down for the drive, brushed with a tiring HIDDEN SCROLL late and finished up evenly. SHARE
THE UPSIDE broke alertly, set or forced the pace in the two path, vied past the furlong marker then weakened the final sixteenth. HIDDEN SCROLL moved
up after breaking with the field to prompt the issue three wide, vied on the outside into the lane, held a narrow advantage when straightened for home, was
appearing to tire late when in tight, steadied and continued to give way. HOG CREEK HUSTLE lacked any early foot, improved late in the turn in the three
path then flattened out in the drive. MR. JAGERMEISTER behind the leaders while under stout restraint and a bit rank in the run into the turn, faltered in the
drive when called on. LEXITONIAN lacked speed toward the inside, failed to muster a response in the drive. BOBBY'S WICKED ONE broke well, contested
the issue for three furlongs, stopped, jogged in.
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
