AUBRIETA sat along the rail in midpack while the lead exchanged hands a few times, angled out two to three wide before the quarter pole and bid turning
for home, had the engine at the eighth pole and held off the closers safely late. HOWDYOUMAKEURMONEY sat in midpack between rivals on the
backstretch, came three to four wide on the turn into range and was up late on the outside for the place spot late but no threat to the winner.
CHOCOLATEADDICTION two wide and off the pace early, came three wide on the turn and went back inside into the stretch, twisting her head about and
running erratically down the stretch while lugging in and not changing leads, into the place spot by the sixteenth but lost it to a closer in the final stages.
FIFTH ANNIVERSARY was two wide in midpack early, moved up to bid late on the turn and was head and head for the lead in upper stretch but couldn't
hold the winner and lost positions late. SKYLERVILLE outside in midpack down the backside, was fanned four to five wide on the turn and out in the six path
turning for home, no threat down the lane. MARIE MACKAY broke out very wide at the start, came up to challenge the leader into the turn and took the front
at the three eighths marker but was immediately tackled by a rival and once headed nearing the turn for home, retreated. ELEGANT JOY was slightly
steadied at the break and dropped off the pace, never entered contention while in the two path throughout. FULMINATE went to the front, was stalked and
pressed by a rival, headed at the three eighths and retreated along the rail.
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
